The  exhibition  is
organised by Jo Blin and Michael John Rowland, with set design
by the OBJECT:PARADISE collective.
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From 4 pm to 6:30 pm, there are various art workshops every
day after the exhibition. From 7 pm until late evening, it is
followed by music or theatre performances, film screenings and
other workshops.
